To the King and to Life

Isaiah states, “They have offended His glorious presence among them.”  Is. 3:8

Isaiah reveals, that they have refused to “shemah”( listen) to God. 

Under the old covenant, the law placed demand on mankind. In the New Covenant, Grace provides supply for mankind. 

Under the law, man was the center of the story. Under grace, Christ has taken His rightful place.  He has established His kingdom and has been seated as King. 

It is the King who determines what moral looks like. He is the ultimate moral figure. 

When Judah stopped listening to God, Isaiah records, “Then God will appoint children to rule over them, skilled magicians, and expert enchanters. Then people will take advantage of each other - man against man, neighbor fighting neighbor. Young people will revolt against authority, and nobodies will sneer at honorable people. “ 

Does that not look to you where America is?  

Judah found their way to this place because the glory of God among them was shrouded.  America finds itself where we are at because the family of God, inhabitants of the kingdom, has too shrouded the glory of God - Jesus.

He came to give us life and abolish religion. We pimped it into seeking to become “good people” and refining divine relationship into a systematic paradigm about the Trinity. He came to give us life now, and we are betting on the return of Christ so that we might finally live. 

Jesus said, “If I be lifted up I will draw all men unto me.”  We make that a theory and try harder to get it together.

Nice people, good people, do not change the world or their community. Good people are appreciated, but they have little catalytic quality to them. Nice people aren’t nice because typically they are liars. They hold their deepest truths in and seek to norm their inner world off of the temperature of the outer world. 

David Burns from Stanford is an expert in working with anxiety disorders. He has stated numerous times that the number one ingredient in most people who struggle with anxiety is they “are nice people.” 
I am not encouraging us to become rude people, simply honest people that train to breath out the integrity of your inner world in love, humility, and strength.

Do we really believe that God foreknew you and designed you with intention and purpose in mind? Or is it, that you just happened along because a man and woman got it on and now you make your way as best as you can? 

Are you seeking to be a good Christian, or living each day from the incarnation of the Trinity within you?  Anything less is simply bad religion and very oppressive religion at that.

I have worked with many pastors that have taken a tumble in ministry. I certainly, in no way, condone sexual immorality, but when a church kicks these men’s backsides to the curb in a moralizing way it tears my guts up. This is simply really bad religion again and nothing that our blessed Lord ever had in mind. 

How can any of our sins disqualify us when we were never qualified by our lack of any sin? That’s the law speaking, not the radiance of the Spirit that knows all glory goes to Jesus for what he has done. His gift is complete, “He offered His sacrifice once, and then sat down.” Hebrews

Judah didn’t listen and consequently went into captivity. 

I wonder, what is it to not listen today? Is it not keeping the laws and the principles?

Is it not dialing in tightly on the epistles codes for living?

Or perhaps it might have something to do with what the King has said. “I am come that you might live and live radiantly.” 

What does that mean to you? Getting it together? Does that look like living?  Well of course it does if you are under religion and the law. You need to satisfy an angry God don’t you?

Nothing changes until you know deeply in your gut that God is good and He has given everything he has so that you and I might actually come alive. 
He once walked by a field and found Israel as an infant pitched into a field to die. Umbilical cord and all attached. He looked upon Israel and cried, “Live.”

Brothers and sister, most of us have been aborted into a barren field as well. 

Question is, whether you believe your God would look at you and cry “Live!”, or not?....."
